Blood Percentages According to American Boer Goat Association:

Percentage: 

Does = 50-93.6% Boer 

~offspring can be registered with ABGA

~does can be registered with ABGA

~does can be shown in ABGA shows

Bucks = 50-96.7%

~can register a pedigree, but offspring cannot be registered and the buck cannot be shown in ABGA shows.

Purebred

Does= 93.7-99.9%

~doe and offspring can be registered and shown with ABGA

Bucks = 96.8-99.9%

~buck and offspring can be registered and shown with ABGA

Fullblood 

100% Boer

~preferred for breeding animals, especially bucks since breeders try to “breed up” with a buck

What  this means with breeding… a doe who is 88% Boer can have a kid that is 94% Boer if bred with a 100% Boer buck. A doe kid will be considered purebred. A buck kid, however, will still be considered percentage and thus his selling price may decrease.
