Homework 1, due Feb. 8 (late homework will get 20% taken off)

There are many reasons that you might end up bottle feeding a kid, often before they have gotten colostrum. Calculate the cost of feeding a kid from birth for one week. You will need to find a supplier of milk replacer and colostrum replacer (they are not the same thing!!!). We have given you a link to a feeding schedule (this is one person’s schedule, they can vary some).   http://www.jackmauldin.com/management/bottle_feeding_schedule.htm
Ignore the “gradually change to” column. For the colostrum, use the directions for it; it is not part of the given schedule. Remember that the schedule is for reconstituted replacer; replacer usually comes as a powder, so you will have to calculate how much powder is required to make the required amount of milk. Make sure you find a product designed to completely replace colostrum, rather than a “supplement.” A product designed for goats is preferred, if needed you may use one designed for sheep but not cattle.  As always cite your sources and show your work!!
